PSAE MEET/EXCEED WAIVERS FOR 1°" SEMESTER

Students who met/exceeded on their junior PSAE test will be allowed to waive final exams during 1*
semester. Students whose scores met/exceeded on all tests may waive all finals exams. Students
who met/exceeded in only certain subject areas may waive the finals in those same subject areas. (If
a student met/exceeded in English only, the final may be waived for English only.) Students must
also meet the criteria listed under second semester waivers as well. Counselors will provide a list of
students that may waive 1% semester to all teachers by December 14.

SECOND SEMESTER SENIOR FINAL WAIVERS
Seniors who meet the following requirements may waive final exams second semester only:
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e B average or higher in each class the final is being waived
e No more than five tardies in the semester

e No unexcused absences from school or any classes
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e No more than five 5 excused absences

e Signed authorization from parent to waive final exams

Register to Vote at Manual High School

Voter registration is now avail-
able at the Treasurer’s office at
Manual High School. The fol-
lowing criteria must be met:

1. Be a citizen of the United
States

2. Be at least 18 years of age on
or before the next election.

3. Maintain a permanent resi-

dence of 30 days within the dis-
trict you are registered for.

4. Provide two pieces of identi-
fication: one must have the ap-
plicant’s name and current resi-
dence address and the other one
a picture ID.

Voters who have made changes
to their district or name may also

do so with the Treasurer. The
same criteria applies, but bring
your previous voter card if you
have it.

Registration closes January 5,
2010 and reopens after February
4, 2010 until November of
2010.
